Dr Shereen Mazari spokesperson foreign affairs Pakistan Tehreek‐e‐Insaf said, What the US did
to Cuba in 1903 after Cuba had successfully won its independence through war from Spain – the
form of the Platt Amendment of 1903, the US has been seeking to do through various aid bills to
Pakistan post‐9/11. The latest and most severe example is the present Bill that is being
considered by the US Congress.

 

Af‐Pak itself implies that Pakistan is now a legitimate war zone so fair game for the US to attack
its political, defence and intelligence establishments –

 

Senator Kerry is coming to Pakistan today for talks on financial aid bill promising $ 1.5 b per year
– PTI feels this aid bill with the conditionalities it is threatening to impose is unacceptable and
should be totally rejected by the government.

 

The Bill’s title itself is a bad joke on the people of Pakistan – “Pakistan Enduring Assistance and
Cooperation Enhancement or the PEACE Act of 2009

For instance, Clause J of the Bill” – to add to the insult we have been told by a Congressional
aide that this Bill is intended to foster a “long term relationship” – clearly the US intends to have
a master‐slave relationship with Pakistan!

 

Clause J of the Bill is India‐specific – it requires Pakistan “not to support any person or group that
conducts violence, sabotage, or other activities meant to instil fear in India” – is the US going to
get a similar undertaking from India? The issue is simply one of sovereignty since we already
have a bilateral anti‐terror agreement with India so why this India‐specific clause?

 

Clause K is equally insulting and should be totally rejected. It demands of Pakistan access for US
investigators to “individuals suspected of engaging in worldwide proliferation of nuclear
materials,” and requires Pakistan to “restrict such individuals from travel or any other activity
that could result in further proliferation”.

Clause H requires Pakistan not to provide any support (could also include political and moral
since it is open‐ended), “direction, guidance to, or acquiescence in the activities of any person or
group that engages in any degree in acts of violence or intimidation against civilians, civilian
groups or governmental entities.” (Given how the US is intimidating civilians in FATA with the
drone attacks, shouldn’t our government tell the US this may include them also!!!)   

Clause I focuses on the Taliban but again with the onus on the Pakistan government.

Clearly there is a dangerous game being played by the US to undermine Pakistan and perhaps
even balkanise it if it does not fall into line – the end target is to gain control of Pakistan’s
nuclear assets –

Therefore we feel that it is now in our vital interests to create some space between ourselves
and the US since the financial assistance will actually further destabilise Pakistan – in the end it
is not primarily about money but about stabilising Pakistan and ensuring that we can fight the
terrorist threat effectively.

Islamabad: Spokesperson of Foreign Affairs, Pakistan Tehreek Insaaf, Dr. Shireen 

Mazari has said that the recent US Aid extended to Pakistan is a plot to raze Pakistan. 

The Government should reject it. Efforts are being made to weaken ISI and Army. The 

murder of three Baloch leaders may be retribution by USA for the abduction of John 

Soleki. USA and RAW is interfering in Balochistan. The Drone attacks have caused more 

casualties to civilians than to the terrorists. The Bindari Air Base should be taken back 

from America. This is not appropriate to submit Swat Peace Treaty to the National 

Assembly. The information is available on the internet that Rahman Malik has been 

associated with MOSSAD. State should apprise the public with the reality. We deprecate 

the assault on women. These statements were deliberated on Monday when she was 

speaking at a press conference in the Party’s central office with the Media Advisor of PTI 

chairman Imran Khan, Zahid Hussain Kazmi, and the Secretary General PTI Islamabad 

Ovais Khalid.  

 

She said that John Kerry has come to Pakistan just to make the US Aid Bill accepted. 

This aid will prove to be perilous for the integrity and autonomy of Pakistan. America 

will treat Pakistan the same way it treated Cuba in 1903. Our Government and the 

parliament should decline this bill as through this America will be interfering in the 

internal affairs of Pakistan. America wants to create a reason to confiscate our atomic 

assets by proving Pakistan a failed state. America is doing an organized propaganda 

against Pakistan Army and ISI. The people of Balochistan are being unjustly treated; they 

should get justice and they should be provided with their rights. America may be 

involved in the murder of the Baloch leaders to take the revenge of the abduction of John 

Soleki. Iran has said that America is using Pakistani land against Iran. We should not 

allow our land be used against our neighbors. During the last three years in the war 

against terror more losses have been inflicted to the civilians than to the terrorists.  

 

Pakistan should take all air bases including Bindari air base from America. In Drone 

attacks 687 Pakistanis have been killed while only 14 Al Qaeda leaders have been killed 

in these attacks. Few days ago Pakistani parliamentarians, intellectuals, and others were 

taken to USA on a visit to lure them. It is strange that the members of the Parliament’s 

defense committee are taken to USA on special visits. In America they are lured with 

different temptations. It is available on the internet that Rahman Malik has been 

associated with MOSSAD. We should carry out investigations on such elements. 

Pakistan should review its relationship with America. Our own citizens’ blood should not 

be bartered with money. Swat Peace Treaty should not be brought to Parliament for 

discussion. It is wrong to discuss what the provincial government has approved.
